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When was the first Parachute and was it ever Jumped!

DaVinci sketched the design for the first parachute in 1485. On June 26,
2000—over 500 years later, Adrian Nicholas jumped an exact replica of
it...and it worked! The chute was built under the watchful eye of Dr. Martin
Kemp, a Oxford University DaVinci expert. It was made of wood, canvas
and rope. Its weight was 187 pounds. It was jumped from a balloon at
10,000 feet. Nicholas road it to 7,000 feet when he cut away from it and
